A RALLY WITH ROMANCE - AND A FREE CIGAR

A rally which takes you to Havana and gives you a free cigar. That's the latest innovative event from Nick
Brittan's Trans World Events organisation.

Will it work? "Within a week of launching it, we sold five entries to competitors from the UK, Australia and
South Africa," said Brittan. "So it seems to have a certain appeal. Maybe it's the free cigar that's the
attraction.”

Its title is 'Panama to San Francisco via Havana' and it's a 25-day, eight-country adventure drive, starting
from Panama in February 2007 and tracing a route through the tiny Central American countries, taking time
out for leisure stops at Caribbean reef resorts.

Brittan's advice is, don't swim in Lake Nicaragua - it's the only place in the word where there are freshwater
man-eating sharks. But there are two lazy days for swimming and eating yummy seafood on the barrier reef
resort at Ambergris Caye, off the Belize coast.

Cars will be parked in the fashionable Mexican resort of Cancun and a plane takes competitors to Cuba for
two nights in the beautifully-restored, Moorish-style hotel in which Graham Greene wrote '‘Our Man in
Havana'.

But it's not all swimming, puffing cigars and pretending to be Ernest Hemingway. There are three days of
hard driving up the Baja Peninsula, following the demanding route of the famous Baja 1000 desert race.

There are just 35 places on this exclusive event for 4wds and suitable classics. For those who have neither,
Brittan has a buy-back deal on Toyota 4-door pickups. Simply fly into Panama, pick up your pick-up and
hand it back in San Francisco.

"Yes, there's an element of luxury about it," said Brittan. "But there's some good competitive hard driving
every day as well. And | just couldn ‘'t resist the romance of a night in the very elegant hotel in the hills above
Santa Barabra, which Hollywood stars Clark Gable and Lana Turner used as their weekend hideway."

This could be the only rally ever to offer schmaltzy romance, hard driving, culture in the form of Mayan ruins
and a free cigar.

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MEN AND MACHINES
at the International Historic Motorsport Show 2006

THE MACHINES. ..

Visitors to the International Historic Motorsport Show at Stoneleigh Park on 24-26 February 2006 will have a
rare chance to examine such exceptional specimens from the world of racing, rallying and motorcycling as:

The Lotus 49 Formula 1 car used by Jim Clark to win the 1968 South African Grand Prix at Kyalami.
It was to be Clark's final Grand Prix - he was on pole position, set the fastest lap, and won the race.
The car was never updated to 49B spec and remains exactly as it was at Kyalami. Visit Crash.Net's
Autocourse/Rallycourse/Motocourse stand for a close look at

this historic racer.

The Richard Burns East African Safari car, loaned to the Show by Prodrive. The car will form the
centrepiece of a special stand dedicated to the memory of Burns, the first Englishman to win the
World Rally Championship, who died so tragically last year. Other rally cars on show will include the
Healey 3000 which Pat Moss used to win the Liege Rally, the ex-works Graham Hill RAC Rally Mini
Cooper S - and, of course, the cars in action on the Group B rally stage!

The only Ferrari motorcycle ever built - the Ferrari 900cc four-cylinder dohc motorcycle built by Kay
Engineering with full written sanction from the Ferrari company as a tribute to Enzo Ferrari. Five
years in the making, this unique one-off engineering masterpiece is totally unused. Engine casings
are all cast magnesium, with cam-covers featuring the unmistakable prancing horse symbol cast into
the end caps. The bodywork is made entirely of hand-beaten aluminium finished in Ferrari

racing red. This machine will be displayed on the Phil Cotton's Motorcycles stand - and offered for
sale at a non-negotiable price of £250,000.

A host of motorsport stars will attend the Show, including Bjorn Waldegard, David Richards, Pentti Airikkala,
Paddy Hopkirk, Russell Brookes and Rosemary Smith from the world of four wheels; plus Giacomo Agostini,
Mick Grant, Phil Read and Steve Parrish from the world of two wheels.

There is also LIVE ACTION FROM GROUP B RALLY CARS AND STARS

A breathtaking display of Group B rally cars in action, many driven by the great names of rallying, will thrill
spectators at the 3rd International Historic Motorsport Show at Stoneleigh Park on 24-26 February 2006.

The live action, arranged by the Slowly Sideways group, will take place on a purpose-built rally stage at the
Show and will include both Group B and other genuine classic rally cars. Among the highlights are:

Bjorn Waldegard (1979 FIA World Rally Champion) at the wheel of an ex-works 1980 Fiat 131
Abarth, an immediate forerunner of the Group B rally cars.

Russell Brookes at the wheel of a genuine Group B Opel Manta 400 in Rothmans colours - a
particularly powerful pairing, as it was a Manta 400 which took Russell to his second British Rally
Championship victory in 1985. The actual car at the Show will be the one driven in 1985 by Pentti
Airikkala, who will also be attending!

Another Group B forerunner, an ex-works 1971 Alpine Renault A110, driven by Charles Reynolds,
who was team manager for Ford in the late 1970s, before moving to Rothmans Porsche in the
1980s.

A feast of other famous cars will be seen in full-blown action, including such Group B favourites as
the Audi quattro A2, Porsche 911 SCRS, Lancia Rallye 037, Peugeot 205 Turbo 16, Renault 5 Maxi
Turbo, Nissan 240 RS (the actual car sponsored in its day by pop group UB40), MG Metro 6R4 and
Ford RS200. The youngest rally car on the stage will be the ex-Carlos Sainz 1992 Toyota Celica, in
Repsol livery.

Stephen Davies of Slowly Sideways, the group behind the live rally action, says: "The cars are the real stars.
Slowly Sideways is all about preservation of these genuine rally cars. We don't want them just sitting in
museums; we aim to see them brought out of storage and used. Our display at the Historic Motorsport Show
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will be heavily supported by mechanics, many of whom were the cars' mechanics in their day. They are just
as keen as anyone to see these cars in action."

The Show opens at 9.30am each day. Advance tickets cost £15 for one day or £28 for two days, with
accompanied children under 16 free. On-the-day prices are £18 for one day or £30 for two days. Call the
Ticket Hotline on 08450 70 68 70, or book online at www.historicmotorsportshow.com (using the Tickets
Page).

TARGA NEWFOUNDLAND PRESS RELEASE
"Ultimate Motorsport Adventure" targets UK crews for 2006!

The Targa Newfoundland -- a prestige, well-established, week-long asphalt event on the island of
Newfoundland which bills itself "The Ultimate North American Motorsport Adventure" -- is now determined to
encourage more entries from UK competitors, by helping with organisation and travel.

It's the first and only event of its kind in North America, held annually in September on paved roads on the
island of Newfoundland.

The fifth annual Targa Newfoundland will start and end in St John's and will cover more than 2,100
kilometres of the challenging, twisty roads of the central and eastern portion of the island of Newfoundland
over six days, including more than 500 kilometres of closed-road, flat-out Targa Stages.

Targa "allows the owners of historic, classic and modern sporting motor vehicles to drive them the way they
were designed to be driven," says co-founder Scott Giannou. "Each vehicle competes against class targets,
as well as against other vehicles, on a handicap basis. The primary competition

is for Targa Plates, which every competitor can win. There is no prize money."

The event uses public roads throughout. Transit sections follow all the rules of the road, while the
competitive 'Targa' (or speed) sections are held on roads closed to the general public. The Targa sections
represent about 25% of the total course. There are two distinct forms of competition entry.

Targa Competition is designed for the serious entrant, who wants speed and tough competition. Both car
and crew must be prepared: a roll cage, safety harnesses, helmets, overalls, and approved competition
licences are needed. Targa competitors tackle 40 separate stages on closed roads where speed counts,
running in classes based on the age of the vehicle, the level of modifications, and engine displacement. This
handicapping system levels the playing field, allowing any level of vehicle to be eligible for the same awards.

Grand Touring is a competition about precision, not speed. The object is to match a given time as closely as
possible. You travel the same route as other competitors, but your focus is to stay within a given time
window, while maintaining an average speed. Grand Touring entries are not required to be
competition-prepared, but a regular driving licence is needed and basic helmets are required.

In addition to the two primary competitions for Targa and Grand Touring entries, a new category known as
Targa Tour has been added for 2006. This follows the sporting route through a spectacular wild landscape
and gives motorsports enthusiasts and collectors of unique and rare vehicles the opportunity to enjoy all that
Targa has to offer, but without the pressure of

competition or the need for stringent vehicle preparation. Targa Tour entrants do not participate in the closed
stages. Entrants in the Targa Tour simply need to sign up and show up.

No special preparation is required. Just perfect for a fantastic motoring holiday of a lifetime!

TRAVEL

For each category, it s possible to take your own car, or rent one there in which to enjoy the event. Best of
all, there are 'all inclusive' tailormade transport and accommodation packages to make it easy. Travel from

the UK is easier than many realise: daily direct flights from Heathrow to the capital, St John's, only take just
over four hours (same as a flight to Tenerife) and your car can be delivered by a roll-on, roll-off ferry service
which operates from Southampton. "There's a warm welcome waiting in Newfoundland," says Scott.

Stolen Corvette found after 37 years

A Corvette sports car stolen when it was brand new in New York 37 years ago has been recovered in
California and will be returned to its rightful owner, authorities said on Monday.

The 1968 car, which vanished from Alan Poster's garage in the borough of Queens on January 22, 1969,
was identified as stolen as it was being loaded on a container ship for Sweden last November, U.S.
Department of Homeland Security spokesman Mike Fleming said.

The car had recently been purchased for $10,000 by a man in Sweden who was unaware it had been stolen
nearly four decades earlier, Fleming said. Since Poster's insurance at the time did not cover the Corvette's
theft and he was never compensated, he is entitled to get it back.

"When the California Highway Patrol contacted him, he said its a miracle. He's very excited about it. He's
flying in tomorrow," Fleming said. He said Poster had since moved to California and long ago gave up hope
of seeing the car again.

The Corvette, which was originally painted blue with a matching interior, is now silver with a red interior. It is
missing the gas tank, has a new engine and transmission and no longer runs, Fleming said.

California Highway Patrol officer Joe Zizi said investigators had determined the Swedish man purchased the
car from a man in Texas, who in turn bought it from someone in New Mexico.

None of them was involved in the theft or aware it had been stolen, Zizi said.

He said that after the Corvette was found to be a stolen car, detectives in New York were contacted and
spent a month sifting through about 10,000 archived stolen car reports to find the original owner.

Couple to drive round the world on 50 tankfuls

A British couple set off on Tuesday for a round-the-world road trip with the aim of setting the world record for
fuel efficiency in a car.

John and Helen Taylor set off in a standard Volkswagen Golf for a journey of 28,970 km through 25
countries, using what they hope will be less than 50 tankfuls of petrol.
The Guinness Book of World Records will monitor the journey, they told BBC radio.

"We have an independent witness coming with us to observe us. What a gig that is. I'd love to have his job,"
John Taylor said.

They will be met along the way by a tanker bringing them specially formulated fuel, and will use driving
techniques designed to maximise efficiency.

But their first challenge will be Tuesday morning traffic from the centre of the British capital.

"The hardest part of the trip is actually getting out of London," Taylor said.
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Woman poses naked on muscle car in Detroit show

Auto aficionados got more than a preview of the hottest models.

Detroit officials are looking into how a woman sneaked into the North American International Auto Show after
closing hours early on Tuesday to pose naked on Chrysler's Dodge Challenger muscle car.

Security guards at the Cobo Centre where the show is being held this week found the woman standing on
the new Challenger, with some people -- mostly men -- taking pictures at about 2 a.m. (0700 GMT) on
Tuesday.

"Some people told us there were real cameras there, and some said there were only cellphone cameras,"
Jason Vines, a spokesman for DaimlerChrysler's Chrysler Group, said, adding he did not know how many
people were there.

Chrysler had brought in "Desperate Housewives" star Eva Longoria on Sunday to pose with Chrysler Chief
Executive Tom LaSorda next to the new Imperial luxury concept car. Longoria was fully-clothed.

Chief of security for the show, Carl Berry, said the incident was being investigated.

Mind the animals!

If you go down to the woods today, watch out for falling squirrels - particularly if you're taking the car.

While the idea of a frozen squirrel falling from the sky on to the passenger seat probably isn't one that has
crossed your mind, research by Norwich Union suggests it's not beyond the realms of possibility.

The unlikely story of a frozen squirrel dropping from a tree and breaking the windscreen topped the list of
unusual car insurance claims published today by the insurer. Quite why and how it became frozen is unclear,
as is the cost of fixing the damage caused.

But it happened, and it isn't the only incident recorded of animals damaging cars. In fact it seems motorists
should be on the lookout for dangerous beasts whenever they get behind the wheel.

Over the past year the insurer has also paid out following accidents involving a reindeer landing on the
bonnet of a car, a zebra hitting a vehicle at a safari park and a herd of cows licking a vehicle and causing
damage to the paintwork.

Even insects have been known to cause accidents. "While | was waiting at traffic lights, a wasp went down
my trouser leg which made me hit the accelerator and prang the car in front,” read one driver's successful
claim.

Food was the second biggest cause of bizarre claims received by the insurer. In the past year Norwich Union
has paid out for accidents caused when a potato became lodged under a brake pedal and an incident with a
kebab. "As | was driving round a bend, one of the doors opened and a frozen kebab flew out, hitting and
damaging a passing car", the driver explained.

While these accidents are unlikely to happen to most motorists, Sally Leeman, a spokeswoman for Norwich
Union, said they highlighted the importance of having car insurance.

"Everyone thinks of motor insurance as for when they reverse into another car in a supermarket carpark or
bump into someone on the road, but it's there for unusual events too," she said.

Ms Leeman was unable to put a figure on the cost of these unusual accidents, but she said they were all
covered by the insurer's motor policy.
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Burglar steals police car from station

Detectives in Germany were dumbstruck after a man they had just booked for burglary walked out of the
police station and drove off in one of their cars, authorities said on Wednesday.

"It's not just unusual, it's embarrassing," said a spokesman for police in the central town of Eschwege.
Police said the 27-year-old must have pocketed the key of the car during his interrogation. After he was
charged and released, officers were stunned to see the man easing out of the station in the unmarked
vehicle and immediately gave chase.

Three cars, including the stolen vehicle, were damaged in the ensuing pursuit. It ended with the man's re-
arrest.
