FINAL INSTRUCTIONS. 

 

Thank you for your entry and fee. ..    

This is a round of the B.T.R.D.A. Championship and M.S.A. Championship. MSA 

permit no 55302 has been issued. 

The trial site is situated just to the west of the village of Eaton on an unclassified road 

leading to Stathern. Please do not approach through Eaton village to ensure we 

maintain good relations with the residents as the road is very narrow and can become 

congested. The route will be signed from the crossroads in Waltham on the Wolds 

which is on the A 607 between Melton Mowbray and Grantham. Turn north west off  

the A607 in Waltham (i.e. left coming from Melton Mowbray) and follow for approx 

3mls. At crossroads turn right then continue through Eastwell. Turn right at the next 

crossroads and the site entrance is a few hundred yards on the left. 

      

Start hills will be indicated on your scorecard and the entry list supplied at the event. 

Please sign on with the Secretary on your arrival at site, in the marquee and then 

proceed to scrutineering promptly. 

Scrutineering will be available from 9am. 

Tyre pressures will be notified at the start of the trial and random testing of  tyre 

pressures will take place during the day. 

The trial will start at 10.30 am. 

A short lunchbreak will be taken, weather and entry numbers permitting, please hand 

in your scorecard at lunchtime. There will not be a caterer at this trial. 

 

Please could all drivers arrive at the trial with a competent passenger and if possible 

bring another person along to marshal.  

Any passenger or marshal under the age of 18 must produce a letter of permission 

from their parent or guardian for the trial and an adult who is responsible for them 

must sign the M.S.A. form on the day. 

 

Please would you treat the marshals with respect at all times, they have volunteered to 

marshal. 

Would all drivers please walk the hill to ensure a safe journey up and down the hill! 

At the end of the day if you are the last car on a hill please help collect the stakes & 

numbers and transport them back to the paddock. 

 

After the trial come and join us at the  Peacock Inn in Croxton Kerrial. This is situated 

on the A607 about 3mls East towards Grantham from the crossroads in Waltham on 

the Wolds. The pub is on the left as you enter the village, turn left into the lane at the 

far end of the building and the car park is on the left after a few yards. Hot food will 

be available.
